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1. Because of other activities, we will not be having our regular ambulance staff meeting this       month.

2. Dr. Gruba has the proposed drug list for paramedic level ambulance and once it is finalized I will move forward on the upgrade of our service. As requested, some statistics regarding the projected use of the paramedic level: We have tiered 15 times since July 1 in order to offer paramedic level care to the patient; I have been on 54 of the 120 calls in the first 3 quarters of the FY; I am estimating that about 25% of the calls we have will warrant paramedic level care. 

3. We received a $250 donation from the Kay Douglas memorial. I left a message for Dale Juergens and will call again if no response. I offered the opportunity for his presentation to occur during our open house in May.

4. The EMT-B students are now eligible to begin their clinical and field requirements, and several have started taking call shifts with our service as part of those requirements. They have also been participating in orientation sessions and mandatory training for the crew.

5. We continue to work on mandatory training. The Bloodborne Pathogens and Mandatory Reporting classes are done. One session of the classroom portion of EVOC (Emergency Vehicle Operator’s Course) was attended by nine crew members, and the second opportunity for this class is April 11. The driving session will be held April 21 at SWCC. There are classes required by the Homeland Security division that we will start on next. 

6. Orientation sessions have begun continue to be held. Experienced service members are being allowed to complete orientation paperwork to show that they are knowledgeable about the service procedures.

7. Articles are being provided to the Time Table weekly. I have had many positive comments on them.

8. The police department was trained to use their new AEDs that are now being carried in each police vehicle.

9. Some of the new ambulance shirts are in and the others should be ready soon. We have a group picture scheduled for April 19.

10. We are having a work day for cleaning at the station on April 28.

11. EMS Week is May 20-26. Activities planned: Open House May 20; Bicycle Rodeo May 21; Crew meeting and cookout for families May 23; Coloring contests for elementary students; distribution of coloring books to elementary students (Michael’s Foods sponsored these); ICE brochures and caribiners for the older students. At the Open House we will offer blood pressure checks, safety brochures, door prizes, other hand-outs such as blood pressure and medication record wallet cards. We will present service awards and prizes for the coloring contests.
