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1.   Our ambulance staff meeting will be the 4th Wednesday this month, Feb. 28.

2. Lincoln Calvin has passed his certification exam and is now an active EMT-B. 

3. The EMT-B class in Lenox started January 15. We have 5 people in the class who plan to serve on the Lenox Ambulance: Shari Kroese, Levi Kroese, Jamie Mitchell, Jamie David, and Blake Horton. Trent Preston started the class but decided not to continue.

4. We will be completing several classes: Mandatory Reporting, EVOC (Emergency Vehicle Operator’s Course), and Bloodborne Pathogens/Infection Control, over the next three months.

5. I have finished the orientation outlines for new members, with three sessions to be held to cover orientation. For current crew, an option will be offered for them to complete a “quiz” style form so that I have documentation of them being oriented to the service procedures.. 

6. I gave a short talk at the Chamber meeting Feb. 7.

7. I worked with Lonnie Weed and Karen Zabel and applied for grant funds to purchase 3 AED’s for the police department. I will be volunteering my time to train the officers and oversee the AED program. This will consist of monitoring the monthly checks and any reports, including reports after the AED is used.

8. We received two portable radios through last year’s HRSA grant. There are now two radios in 87-65 (portables) in addition to the vehicle radio.

9. I have requested two pediatric transport devices through this year’s HRSA grant, as well as two IV warmers, and will be adding triage tags, triage bags, and other items for this year. 

10. Taylor County will be holding a full scale disaster drill sometime this year and we will be participating in that. It will probably be on this side of the county.
