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1. We received $580 from TCEMS training funds for ½ the cost of tuition and books for Jamie Marshall and Shari Kroese. When/if Blake becomes certified I will turn his in.

2. Melanie Casteel has been set up on a repayment plan for her class costs, and is making payments. TJ Butler has been billed for a prorated amount on his class costs. Levi Kroese will be set up on a repayment plan.

3. We have been receiving Medicare and other insurance payments, so the budget is looking better. Billing is going smoothly. We do have several accounts with no payments and will be reviewing those regarding options for collection.

5. One of the EMTs had a significant bloodborne exposure on a call in November and went through the testing phase. It was turned in to Workman’s Comp and denied. I have been playing phone tag with the insurance rep and will update you on this next report. 

6. We have received 6 additional hand-held radios through a grant, and purchased one. Now each active member of the service has a hand-held and can communicate much easier. We also received about $600 worth of other supplies and equipment, mostly for disaster preparedness.

7. All required reporting to the Bureau is up-to-date.

8. I am the committee chairperson for the Taylor County EMS grant application for the Minimum System Standards grant of $30,000. If awarded the grant we will become part of a pilot program to implement these standards. TCEMS feels it is worth pursuing. I would like to have a letter or letters of support from the Ambulance Board. See attached standards to review at your convenience. You will notice that the document gives jurisdiction to the Board of Supervisors. We see this as the biggest obstacle, and next is integrating patient information with hospitals. These are the two main reasons we are citing in the grant proposal to support why Taylor County would be a good choice for a pilot county.
