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1. Activities during EMS week included: open house at the station, bicycle rodeos for the first graders and fourth graders, ambulance “tours” and safety talks for all elementary students, coloring contest, and barbeque at the station for the crew and Board. We distributed a total of 58 bicycle helmets, and all elementary and preschool students received a coloring book. High school students were given ICE information and the seniors received a key ring.

2. The donkey baseball game was a success, with a profit of between $2400 and $2500. We still have money to come in and advertising bills to pay.

3. Lenox hosted the Taylor County disaster exercise July 13, which was an excellent learning opportunity for all involved. There were 11 Lenox ambulance personnel who participated. TCEMS purchased supplies ahead of time to replace anything used during the exercise, so we were able to function as if it were real, without worrying about using all of our supplies.

4. The EMT-B class ended in May and of the five Lenox students, three are now certified – Shari Kroese, Levi Kroese, and Jamie David. Hopefully the other two will be certified soon. Unfortunately, we are losing Jamie David due to her moving to Missouri, and Levi is unsure of his plans.

5. The situation with the defibrillators has been resolved to the extent it can be for now. Batteries were replaced, the AC adapter was repaired, and has been returned to us (we had a loaner while it was being repaired). The newer Lifepak 12 was updated to meet the new Heart Association guidelines. All of this was done at no charge. The older Lifepak 12 is a monophasic machine and can’t be upgraded to the new guidelines. The Medtronic rep is going to send some quotes for options of different machines or replacing the insides of the LP12 that we have.

6. Medicare requested a refund on a run from 2003, and put us on hold from getting any payments until this was done. I found the run report and sent in a request for reconsideration on the decision, and got confirmation of receipt of that, but we still haven’t received any payments from them. The amount was only $183 but I don’t feel that we owe them a return of that. 

7. I’m supposed to be meeting with someone from Linweld to discuss our oxygen situation and costs, as we received a bill that included rental and we don’t rent anything from them. 

8. The cost for the drug bags will be _______. These bags have an internal locking pouch that narcotics can be kept in without having to have a separate bag. The bags I had quoted in the letter I sent were on sale at the time, but are no longer available at the special price. I could get those for $60 each plus shipping, but would need to add the narcotic modules at another $9 each.
