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1.   Our ambulance staff meeting will be the 4th Wednesday this month, Mar. 28.

2. The EMT-B class is going well. I had a wrong name on last month’s list. The correct list of those who will be on our service when finished includes: Shari Kroese, Levi Kroese, Jamie Mareshall, Jamie David, and Blake Horton. 

3. We continue to work on mandatory training. The Bloodborne Pathogens class is done. Dependent Adult and Child Abuse Mandatory Reporting, EVOC (Emergency Vehicle Operator’s Course) are coming up this month and next.

4. Orientation sessions have begun. The goal is to have all members through the orientation by the end of May. 

5. The AED grant is official and the AEDs should be here this week. Training will be held for the police department next week and the AED program will begin immediately after that. A report will be due by July 31 to the state to satisfy grant requirements.  

6. I have gone through both ambulances and updated all supplies (I am still waiting for a few items to arrive). We now have two large oxygen bottles in 87-65 thanks to help from Tate and Lincoln, who also hung up the Taylor County map near the north door. We isolated the oxygen leak in 65 and hopefully will not go through as much oxygen now. 

7. The supply cupboards have been reorganized and labeled, and training supplies, books, and catalogs are soon to be organized.

8. The ambulance crew has ordered shirts – black and gold with embroidered logos. We hope to get a group picture in April to have by EMS week in May.

9. EMS Week is May 20-26. We are planning a bicycle rodeo at the elementary school May 21. We will also be sponsoring coloring/poster contests for the elementary, and distributing ICE brochures to the junior and senior high students. We are talking about a cook-out on our regular meeting night which is that week – May 23. Funding will be an issue for EMS week activities so any suggestions or assistance in securing funds are appreciated.
