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1. Lenox Ambulance received $2209 from Taylor County EMS state training grant funds for continuing education costs and EMT tuition for TJ Butler and Lincoln Calvin. After Blake Horton is certified I will turn in his tuition, as well as Jamie Marshall and Shari Kroese, for reimbursement (TCEMS pays ½ of the tuition and books) for a total of $870. 

2. As shown on the financial reports, we were also reimbursed $1803.83, partly for expenses for the disaster drill, and the rest for the cost of an airway training manikin.

3. Jamie David has reimbursed the Service for her entire class costs: $623. Levi Kroese has requested a payment plan that will be set up soon.

4. After a failed appeal, and further research on the refund request from Medicare, I determined that the wrong date was used on the run report in question. We conceded to Medicare and sent them a refund of $189. We still have not received further payments from them, however.

5. Paramedic status: Paperwork with McMahon Drug has been completed and drugs have been ordered. We plan to meet Sept. 12 to fill the drug bags and do a final review of policies. Larry Richardson, present pharmacist for the service, is aware of the upcoming changes and expects notification of cancellation of our agreement when everything is final.  Our inspection by the Bureau is Sept. 14, and I expect that we will be certified to run at the paramedic level at the conclusion of the inspection. 

6. Statistics for FY 07:  174 runs; 152 patients; 128 transports, 24 refusals, 22 stand-bys. There were 65 patients transported to Corning, including 11 tiers, and 55 patients transported to Creston, including 12 tiers. Other patients went to Clarinda (1), Care Center (1), Red Oak FD (transferred care), and Ringgold County Hospital (3). Two patients were flown, one by Mercy One and one by Life Flight. Calls by town (does not include all of the stand-bys) – Lenox, town – 127; Lenox – rural – 8; Sharpsburg – 9; Clearfield – 12; rural county – 6. Age breakdowns: Ages 0-14, 6; Ages 15-19, Ages 20-29, 18; Ages 30-39, 9; Ages 40-59, 18; Ages 60-69, 19; Ages 70-79, 30; Ages 80-89, 28; Ages 90 and over, 13. Medical calls totaled 105 (these are calls that involve illness/misc conditions) and trauma calls (injuries reported) totaled 47. The most common causes of injury were falls and motor vehicle crashes.

7. From experience at the disaster exercise and recent calls, it is clear that portable radios for individual members would greatly aid communication. Rob Lundquist has indicated the possibility of a grant that would help us with this, so I’ll be working on that project to see what is available. 

8. Item for discussion: Consideration of benefit to ambulance crew members that would involve the service writing off any transport charges not paid for by the member’s insurance. This would be for immediate household family members of active service members.
