1.   Operations manual – have made some changes and clarifications, would like approval so 
      that it can be distributed.

2. The transmission in 87-64 has been flushed, we are waiting for the motors for the lightbar lights, then the city staff will install those.

3. The windshield has been replaced on 87-64.

4. We had a regular meeting after the last board meeting, and set the 4th Wednesday of the month for our meetings.


5.   The landline to 87-65 is not working, and I am waiting for a call from Wheeled Coach since 
      it is under warranty.


6.   Run reports, personnel records, and pharmaceuticals are now in a locked file cabinet.

7. Several members attended continuing education classes at SWCC Sept. 23, and several will be attending the IEMSA conference in Des Moines in November.


8.   A vehicle maintenance list is being adjusted and will be used for monthly ambulance 
                 
      checks. Eric Nordstrom has offered to oversee this.


9.   We have had one injury, preventing one of the EMTs from being on call. She is in the              
       process of medical treatment. One EMT who was on medical leave has now returned.

10. Steph and I have started the billing process. Signature forms and paperwork for compliancy with HIPAA have been created. I have filled out the application for electronic filing. 

11. Number of runs since July 1: 63. This includes stand-bys at rodeo, fires and FB games.

12. CLIA – we were approved and have sent the payment. As soon as the waiver arrives we can begin using the glucometers. We will review their use at the next crew meeting. 

13. Call sheets have improved but this next one has a lot of empty spots.

14. I talked to Lonnie Weed regarding several things. He gave me a county map which I am having framed under plexiglass for the garage. The Home Center is doing that for us. We discussed an AED program for the Lenox PD and County Officers, as they don’t have AEDs at the current time. I would like to meet with him and Cindy regarding concerns we have.

15. Susan and I attended the county EMS meeting last week. We will be hosting the January meeting. 

16. I’m working on compiling a list of pager serial numbers and who has them. We have three portable radios, and will be getting two more from a grant. I will be talking to Lonnie regarding numbers for personnel so that when we talk on the portables it will be to FCC standards.

17. The inventory form for 87-65 is almost done, and one for 87-64 will then be updated.

18. Almost everyone on the service has e-mail, which has made communication easier. 

19. The computer at the station now has Microsoft Office Professional 2003 installed, components of which we needed to get the billing started. We also now have internet access on dial-up through Local Link, and our address is ems@ll.net. 

20. We are planning for an EMT-B class in Lenox starting in January.
