1.   Operations manual – ready for review, and approval at next meeting.


2.   The lights on 87-64 are all working now – the city workers did that for us.


3.   The windshield is due to be replaced Sept. 13.


4.   We are having a meeting following the board meeting and will set a regular 
 
      meeting night, and times for needed classes.

5.   The operations manual is ready for review and approval at the next board 
  
      meeting.


6.   The crew has been better about keeping the door locked between the meeting 
  
      room and garage. To better assure confidentiality, I have ordered a locking file 
      cabinet to keep personnel records, run reports, and extra pharmaceuticals in. 
  
      Paula Borland donated a paper shredder so that any unneeded paperwork with 
 
      patient information can be shredded. After the supplies arrive, runs will be 
 
      recorded in a log book and run sheets will be placed in the locked file cabinet.


7.   An Orientation Checklist was downloaded from the Bureau’s website and 
 
      adjusted to meet our needs here. All members will go through the checklist, as 
      well as any new members who join the service.


8.   A vehicle maintenance list has been adjusted from one from the Bureau as 

      well, and will be used for monthly ambulance checks.


9.   We have a new member: Kati Bayles from Prescott. Kati is an EMT-B and 
  
      will be taking call shifts for us, usually weekend nights. 

10. I have ordered supplies that will help us be OSHA compliant – cleaning solutions, protective gowns, red bags, and IV supplies and Activated Charcoal (I cleared this with the pharmacist and Dr. Gruba), and latex free gloves.

11. Number of runs since July 1: 45. This includes stand-bys at rodeo, fires and football games.

12. CLIA – have sent in and am waiting for the waiver, then I will get the glucometer and supplies updated for blood glucose monitoring.
